WHEREAS, Frank L. Oliver was born in Philadelphia, the son of James Oliver and
Lessie Palmer Oliver; and, graduated from Dobbins High School; and

WHEREAS, Throughout his tenure in office, Representative Oliver has championed

WHEREAS, In an effort to bring supermarkets and healthier and more economical
food choices to under-served, inner-city neighborhoods, Representative Oliver's leadership
on this critical issue resulted in the establishment of the First Industries Program which
provides $150 million in state financial incentives to encourage the development of
supermarkets across the Commonwealth to meet these nutrition needs; now therefore
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RESOLVED, BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF PHILADELPHIA, That we
hereby honor and commend Frank L. Oliver for his thirty-three years of service as the State
Representative for the 195th District.
