WHEREAS, The Ben Franklin Coin Club presently meets on the first Wednesday of
every month at the Fox Chase United Methodist Church; and

WHEREAS, The Ben Franklin Coin Club also engages in philanthropic activities,
donating money to the National Korean War Memorial, in Washington, D.C., and more
recently, collecting funds to aid the victims of Hurricane Katrina.
