WHEREAS, The birth of NACWC in 1896, marked the beginning of a new era in
African American womanhood and provided a vehicle for action through organized
effort; and

WHEREAS, The Association also strives to promote the education of women and
youth through local, state, and regional workshops, seminars and scholarship assistance;

WHEREAS, The activities and contributions of the clubwomen help to improve
the quality of life for all people; and

WHEREAS, Membership includes women and youth in 32 states dedicated to
“raising to the highest plane the homelife, moral standards, and civic life of our race”;
