RESOLVED, BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF PHILADELPHIA, That 
we hereby designate July 2, 2003 as Let’s Lick Leukemia Day and hereby honor the 
Joshua Kahan Fund for its dedication to supporting leukemia research and improving the 
quality of life of pediatric leukemia patients and their families throughout Greater 
Philadelphia.
