WHEREAS, Undefeated heavyweight Shawn Williams secured a pin thirty
seconds into his match to take victory out of the reach of Central; and

WHEREAS, In securing the win Williams scored his 99th victory and showed
why he is ranked first in his weight class in Southeastern Pennsylvania; and

WHEREAS, Coach Bob Peffle has successfully built a wrestling dynasty at
Frankford; now therefore

RESOLVED, BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF PHILADELPHIA, That
we honor the Frankford High School Wrestling Team on their fifth consecutive Public
League championship; and
