The Committee on Finance of the Council of the City of Philadelphia held a Public Hearing on 

Wednesday, October 17, 2012, and recessed the public hearing until Monday, October 22, 2012 at 

11:00 AM, in Room 400, City Hall, to hear further testimony on the following:

An Ordinance amending Chapter 17-1000 of The Philadelphia Code, entitled 

"Employment of Low- and Moderate-Income Persons by City Contracts," to 

require that a certain percentage of work hours performed under certain public 

construction and non-professional services contracts be performed by available 

City resident workers, and that businesses entering into such contracts submit an 

employment plan and report on workforce compliance; to add further 

requirements for employment of low and moderate income persons; all under 

certain terms, conditions and penalties.

An Ordinance amending Title 17 of The Philadelphia Code, entitled "Contracts 

and Procurement," by adding a new Chapter, entitled "First Source Jobs Policy," 

requiring the creation of a registry of City residents for the purpose of 

employment referral and further requiring that Beneficiaries of certain City 

Financial Assistance use such registry as the first source for all hiring related to 

any new, entry-level job created as a result of such Financial Assistance, all under 

certain terms and conditions.
